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POLICY:

The Oroville ECC will dispatch the closest resources to an emergency incident based
on the Standard Response Plan.

PROCEDURE:

The Oroville ECC will dispatch resources based upon the Standard Response Plan.
In some instances local cooperative automatic aid agreements provide for
additional resources or other variations to the standard response plan in order to
meet operational needs.

Initial Attack Dispatching

A. Chief Officers:

Based upon the Standard Response Plan Chief Officers will be dispatched based on
assigned coverage; duty and battalion coverage. Any officer or resource which is not

dispatched and is first due shall respond “first due” and report their location upon
response to the ECC.

B. Prevention & Safety Duty Coverage:

When assigned, the prevention and/or safety duty officer will be dispatched
to incident per the Standard Response Plan.

C. Career Resource Response:

Career resources, engines, dozers, crews, and aircraft will be dispatched based
upon the closest resource(s) based on the Standard Response Plan and as identified
by CAD. Ground resources will be selected for dispatch based on statused location
in CAD and dynamic routing of the resources to an incident based upon the road
network.

Any resource which is not dispatched and is first due, shall respond “first due” and
report their location upon response to the ECC. For example, E-63 is in route to
South Chico and is the “first due” resource to an incident that E-44 is dispatched to
at NB Hwy 99 at Neal Rd. “Oroville, E-63 responding 1* due to Neal Road and Hwy
99". The ECC will continue E-63 and cancel E-44. This procedure applies to the
first due resource only in a single or multi-engine dispatch.

Although not used as frequently any longer, group quick calls may be utilized
during high-level vegetation fires or complex incident dispatches (during the
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day) - this shortens the time it takes to dispatch the incident. Please listen to the
dispatch after the quick call — if you're not listed you were not dispatched. There
is no need to contact the ECC, please cancel your response and return to
your last assigned location.

D. Volunteer Response:

Volunteer resources will be dispatched to incidents based on the Standard Response
Plan according to the Volunteer Company coverage area and closest resource in terms
of water tender response as identified by CAD. If after the initial dispatch of resources,
an insufficient number of water tenders has responded then the ECC will use the water
tender all-call to ensure the needed number of water tenders.
